The Maritime Museum of British Columbia has appointed Kevin Carlé as its new Executive Director.

He has also worked as a volunteer and currently serves as a Director with Victoria Tall Ships Society. Most recently, he was a member of the Homecoming Statue Committee and has supported other Canadian Naval Centennial activities in the Greater Victoria area.
